Each member to supply their own catching net. Bags, oxygen, etc supplied by the KSWA.

Normal separation/quarantine measures will be applied where practicable.

Auctioneers will be instructed to start bidding approximately 10% under the reserve for all fish lots.
Auctioneers will be instructed to give each lot approx 1 minute to attract a bid then to pass the lot in.
